Board<;.- For the purpose of admission, the available seats shall be distributed between students of the
Gujarat Board and other Boards on PrO-rata basis, taking into consideration the number of stUdents
_passed from the Gujarat Board and other

Bauds, in the relative academic year. .

10. Supernumerary Seats.- (1) The supernumerary seats shall be filled in accordance with the
directions from the All India Council of Technical Education, New Delhi' and Ministry of Human Resources
Development. Government of India. .

If
Biology subject is not opted, Hlarks obtained in Mathematics subject in the g

(c) Marks obtained in English subject in qualifying examination
(d) . Marks obtained inS~condary School Certificate ExaminatioP. (Standard 10),
and (e) Date of Birth (Candidate who is older in age shall be given priority).

12. Correction of Marks. -( 1) In case of change in marks of a student in the qualifying
examination, such student shaH produce a letter to that effect or the corrected mark sheet issued by th~ Board,
before the Admission Committee at least one day before the commencement of admission process (counseling
program) but not later than seven days from the receipt of letter, or as the case may be, corrected marksheet.In

such case he shall be placed at an appropriate order in the merit list.

(2) The student who was declared failed initially in the qualifying examination, but later on declared passed
after rechecking of marks by the Board, such student shall, notwithstanding any time limit prescribed, be
allowed to apply for the admission provided he produces a letter to that effect or the corrected mark sheet
issued by the B9ard, within seven days of the receipt of letter, or as the case may be, corrected mark-sheet.

]3. App| ication [OI’ admbiSiQn.- (1) For t~e ptu“pose of admission, a candidate shall apply, within the
time limit specified by the Admission Committee, in the prescribed form as shown in Appendix appended to
these rules.

(2) The application form for admission can be obtained from the centers as may be notified by the Admission
Committee, on payment of a sum ss may be determined by the Admission Committee, from time- to time.

(3) Where a candidate has made more than one application, the application 1Jlade at the later stage shall be taken
into consideration for admission and the other applications shall be treated as ~ill1lcelled.



(4) The application form duly filled, shall be submitted by the candidate, in person, at the notified centers
referred to in sub-rule [2], alollgWith the self-attested copies of the certificates and testimonies, as specified in
tl]e application fonn. A receipt for the same shall be given by such persorr as may be authorized by the
Admission Committee.

(5) The admission committee shall, by advertisement in the prominent newspapers widely circulated in the
State, and by such other means, as the committee may considers convenient, publish the date of issue of
application, centers from whe™ the application form may be obtained and to where submitted, last date for
submission of application foml ane :;uch other information as may be necessary in this behalf.

14. Admission Procedure.- (1) All th<;; application;, duly received shall be scrutinized by the Admission
Cominittee in accordance with the provisions ol-these rules and prepare a merit list of the cand;dates found
eligible for admission.

(2) The merit list shall be displayed, on the notice board of the office of the Admission Committee, its official
web-site and by such other means, as the Committee may consider convenient.

(3) Tlle Admission Committee shall publish the admission programme, by advertisement in the prominent
newspapers widely circulated in the State, and by such other means, as the committee may consider convenient.
The candidates shall also be informed separately and individually of their merit rank and the

date of counseling.

(4) The candldate whose nanle" appears in the merit list shall have « remain present personally for counseling
for the purpose of adl1lission at the schedl!l~d date, time and place.

(5) In case the candidate is unable t9 remain present personally, on the date, ~ilne and place of counseling, due
to serious illness, accident or unavoidable circumstances, his parents or guardian shall, after obtaining prior
approval of the Committee or any officer authorized by the Committee, remain present on the scheduled date
time and place. An authority letter signed by the candidate showing his order of preference and choice Of
branches and co!leges or institutions shaH have to.be produced by t'J.e parents or guardian who shaH remain
present in his behalf, along with the documentary evidence showing reason for the absence or . inability to
remain presen~ personally.

(6) After getting admission the candidate shall, within a period of seven working days, report to his respective
college or Institution. In case the candidate fails to g~t himself registered, within the tinle limit the admission
granted shall be treated as cancelled.

(7) In case the candidate faile: to get himself registered, within the time limit due to unavoidable circumstances,
the candidate shall, after obtaining prior approval of the Committ~ <:>r. any officer authorized . by the
Committee within three days aftei the expi,y of the time limit, produ~ documentary evidenCe

showing reason for such failure. If the admission Committee is satisfied, play grant him further period of not
more than three days to report to the college or institution for the purpose of registration. . ....

(8) In case the candidate does not remain' present for counseling for the purpose of ad{llission at the
scheduled date and time and approaches the committee on later date, with an application in writing, to allow
ilim for admission, he may be pennitted for counseling and granted admission, in the branch, college or
institution and in the respective category available at su: 1J later date. He shall have no right to claim for the
ad,mission in the branch, college or institution and 11N the respective category available on the scheduled date
and time.

(9) The candidate belonging to reserved category may be allowed to remain present at the sclicduled date and
time of counseling for adJoission OT the candidates of unreserved category, as per his merit number in the
unreserved category. The admission shall be granted to such candidate in unreserved category, only if he is
eligible to get admission, in the higher order of preference of courses than thatin the reserved category.

(10) In- case, where considerable number of seats fall vacant, and it appears to the committee to fill the vacant
seats, it may conduct the admission process for readjustment (re~hoffling) of seats for higher' options than the
options avail?bl6to the candidate during the previous counseling. In such readjustment (reshUffling) of seats,
the candidate who opts for the available higher option, he shall be allowed admission on such higher available



option. The candidate who does not remain present during the readjustment (reshuffling) process, the
admission granted to stich candidate during previous counseling shall continue.

Courses™ constituted by the State Government under section 4 of the Act, under

. No.GHISH!7/2008/PVS-102003-639-S, dated the 5th May, 2008;

(d) "Gujarat Board" means the Gujarat Secondary and Higher Secondary School
Examination Board established under section 3 of the Gujarat Secondary and Higher
Secondary School Board Act, 1972 (Guj.18 of 1973);

(e) "Hotel and Tourism Management Course™ means the Bachelor of Hote) and
Tourism Management
Course, in the Professional Educational Colleges or Institutions of the Stale;

(f) "Hotel and Tourism Management Comwon Entrance Test (HTMCET)" means the Entrance Test conducted,
by the Hotel and Tguris : Mari?-t.-:ment Common Entrance Test Committee, constituted "under rule 3, for the
purpose of admissions to first year of the Bachelor of Hotel and Tourism Management course;

(9) "Qualifying Examination" means the Higher Seco~dary School Certificate Examination, (Standard XII,
10+2 pattern) passed with English as one of the subjects or its equivalent examination.

(2) The words and expressions used in these rules but not defined shall have the same meanings as assigned
to them in the Act.

3. ConstitutiOll of Hotel alld Touriwn Management Common Entrance Test Committee.- (1) There shall be
constituted. a committee called "Hotel and Tourism Management Common Entrance Test Committee" which
shall conduct the 'Hotel and Tourism Management Common Entrance Test (HTMCET»' under the observation;
control and directions of the Admission Committee, for the purpose of adinissions to first year of the Bachelor
of Hotel and Tourism Management Course.

(2) Tl~e Hotel and Tourism Management Common Entrance Test committee shall consist of "Chairman™ and
not exceeding four other members as may be determined by the Admission Committee.

4. Admissions to Hotel and Tourism Management Course.- Admissions to the First Year of the Hotel and
Tourism Management Course shall be given as under, namely:-

(1) All the Government Seats shall be fi lied aithe basis of merit list prepared by the Admission Committee
constituted under section 4 of the Act.

(2) Al' the Management Seats shall be filled by the management of the respective Professional Educational
College or Institution, on the basis of inter-se merit list of the students wh_ose names appear in the merit list
prepared by the Admission Committee.

(8) In case the candidate does not remain present for counseling for the purpose of admission aJ the scheduled
date and time and approaches the committee on later date, with an application in writing, to allow him for
admission, he may be permitted for counseling and granted admission, in the college or institution and .in the
respective category available at such later date.
