2, The Commission advizes that in such procurement cases where technical
specifications need to be iterated more than once. it would be prudent to invite
expression of interest and proceed to finalise specifications based on technical
discussions/presentations with the experienced manufacturers/suppliers in a
transparent manner, |n such cases. two stage tendering grocess may be useful
and be preferred. During the first stage of tendering, acceptable technical solutions
can be evaluated afte calling for the Expression of Interest (EOQHI) from the leading
experienced and knowledgeable manufacturers/suppliers in the field of the
preposed procurement, The broad objectives, constraints alc. could be published
while calling for EQ|. Cn receipt of the Expreasions of interest, technical
discussions/presentations may be heid with the short-listed
manufacturemfsuppiiers who are prima facie considered technically and financially
capable of supplying the material or executing the proposed work, During these
technical discussions stage the procurement agency may also add those other
stake holders in the discussions who could add value to the decision making on

the warious

technical aspects and evaluation crite'ia. Based on the

discussionsi/presentations 50 held, ohe or more acceptatle technical solutions
could be decided upon laying down detailed technical specifications for each
acceptable technical solution, quality bench marks warranty requirements,
delivery milestones etc., in a manner that is consisten! with the objectives of the
Iransparent procurement. At the same time care should be taken to make the
specifications generic in nature so as 0 provide equitable opportunities to the
prospective bidders Proper record of discussio ns/presentations and the process of
decision making should be kept.
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3. Once the technical specifications and evaluation criteria are finalized, the
second stage of tendering could consist of calling for techno commercial bids as
per the usual tendering system under single bid or two bid system, as per the
requirement of each case. Final selection at this stage would depend upon the
quoted financial bids and the evaluation matrix decided upon

4, Commission desires that crganizations formulate specific guidelines and
circulate the same to all concerned before going ahead with such procurements.

Artention is invited (o the Commission’s circular No. 4/3/07 dated 3.2.07 on the [ssue of “Tendering Procass —
Negotiations with L1".

in the said circular it has, among other things, been stated "As post tender negotiations could oficn be a
source of corruption, it is directed that there should be no post tender negotiations with L1, eacept in
certain exceptional situations”. It has come to Commission’s notice that this has been interpreted 1o
mean that there is a ban on post tender negotiations with L-1 only and there could be post lender
negotiations with other than L1 i.e. L2, L3 ete. This is not correct.

It is clarified 1o all coricerned that - there should pormally be no post tender negotiations. If at all
negotiations are warranted under exceptional circumstances, then it ear be with L1 (Lowest tenderer)
only if the tender periaing to the award of workisupply orders cic. where the Govemment or the
Government company has ta make payment. However, if the tender s for sale ol’ material by the
Government or the Govt. company, the post lender negotiations are not to be held except with H1 (i.e.
Highest lenderer) il required.

2. All other instructions as contained in the circular of 3.3.2007 remain unchanged.
3. These instructions issue with the approval of the Commission and may please be noted for immediate

compliance.
